The hotel will have 100 rooms with luxury amenities like walk-in showers, 
iPod docking stations and flat-screen televisions, a gym, a yoga studio, spa treatment rooms and the 
Boiler Room, with a hot tub, a cold pool and urban views. For riders, the hotel will offer secure, covered 
motorcycle parking.
